In the United States, national parks are the best place to start. For viewing sea animals, the
best places include the Channel Islands off the coast of California. The islands are surrounded by
sea lions, seals, gray whales and humpback whales. There are also a lot of tide pools that house
creatures such as sea urchins and anemones.

Another area great for water animals is Glacier Bay in Alaska. Humpback whales and
sea lions are in abundance off shore and on land bears and moose are often times available for
viewing.

Other national parks for best wildlife viewing are Denali National Park in Alaska, Glacier
National park in Montana, Rocky Mountain National Park in Colorado and Theodore Roosevelt
